The Ninja Total defaults to cutting brass keys as the key material type. If you are cutting a different
type of metal key, such as steel, nickel silver or aluminum, you can make the selection in the cutting
screen. Please note the Ninja Total cannot cut or decode any type of plastic key, painted keys or keys
made of non-conductive materials.
